Census Enumerators Have Begun Work In 
Kalamazoo  

Kalamazoo, Michigan, April 16, 2010 ï Census Enu-

merators will be going door to door with at least two visits 
into many of the hard to count areas around Kalamazoo 
County. Census workers will begin canvassing areas where 
responses have been lower than the national average return 
rate, as determined by the National Census Bureau. Up-
dated Census return statistics can be found on the Census 
website, http://2010.census.gov/2010census/take10map/.  
 
As of April 16, return statistics are as follows: 
¶ National ï 66% (72% final 2000 census data statistics) 
¶  State of Michigan ï 73% (77% final 2000 census data 

statistics) 
¶ Kalamazoo County ï 77% (78% final 2000 Census data 

statistics) 
¶ Kalamazoo city ï 70-% (72% final 2000 Census data 

statistics) 

 
Currently, Census Enumerators are visiting residences in 
the student (college) neighborhoods as well as the North-
side. Local census bureaus have been advised to target all 
households in these areas whether or not a Census form 
has been completed and/or mailed. 
These enumerators are going door to door to encourage 
people to complete the Census form, similar to efforts of the 
grassroots organization, Michigan Citizen Action in late 
March. At this time, Census Enumerators are not completing 
the survey form with the residents. 

 
In mid-May Census Enumerators will make a second round 
of visits to households whose forms have not been returned 
or there is no record of a returned form in the Censusô sys-
tem. Census workers will 
¶ Gather census information from the resident whether or 

not a census form has been previously mailed/ 
¶ Leave a card behind with instructions if no one is avail-

able to answer/complete the census form 
¶  Exhaust all efforts to successfully obtain census infor-

mation from residents until Census operations have con-
cluded 

 
Residents should expect the following when approached by 
a Census worker: 
¶  Workers will not go into the house/residence, the entire 

interaction will occur outside the residence 
¶  Workers will have visible identification, carrying a black 

bag with a white Census label on the outside 
¶  Anyone suspicious of individuals at the door can call the 

local Census Bureau 269-532-7210 as the local Census 
Bureau is fully aware of the location of their enumerators 
and can validate the authenticity of all workers.

Nuisances in the City 

City Ordinance states that the following are nuisances and it 

is unlawful to allow such nuisances on your property: 
¶ Noxious weeds (as defined below) or any other weeds or grasses 

which have attained a height of 12 inches or more; unless said 

vegetation is a noxious weed, however, vegetation shall not be 

deemed to be a public nuisance if it is maintained. 

¶ Any trash, garbage, rubbish, debris, waste or similar offensive or 

unsightly material. 

¶ Any dead trees or shrubbery or any accumulation of dead vegeta-

tion, other than a managed compost and other than that which is 

properly placed for public or privately-contracted collection. 

¶ Any materials constituting a haven or hiding or nesting place for 

rats.
